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Compensation for Aqua for All experts
Compensation 
Expenses directly related to the execution of the project are covered by Aqua for All. The amount of compensation will be determined in dialogue with Aqua for All. 
Expense compensations
Aqua for All is using the Daily Subsitance Allowance (DSA) tables (the non-room-rate part) of the UN for the regular daily expenses for living (meals, drinks, snacks, newspapers, telephone). These costs cannot be compensated separately, any more. Be aware, that such allowance might (partly) be subject to income taxation in the Netherlands.

The following expenses can be compensated when accompanied with the original receipt and an original expense sheet: 
· Accomodation, up to the maximum of the room-rate of the UN-Daily subsistance allowance, common class hotel

· Travel expenses in Holland, public transportation (original ticket), or € 0,18/km for car kms.

· Travel expenses for briefing, evaluation and debriefing. 

· Travel expenses from home to Schiphol v.v., preferably by public transport, but if a car is to be used the invoice is based on € 0,18/km with a maximum of the Schiphol taxi fee for the specific distance from home to Schiphol.
· We expect experts to travel by public transport except when the locations of departure and destination are difficult to reach so. This is especially true for transport to the airport.
· Visa costs 
· Charges for vaccination (malaria, etc.)

· Air fares and airport taxes 

· Communication costs for business purposes
· The compensations listed in the agreement form. The following expenses need approval by the managing director:

· costs for an alternate passport;

· costs for the needed products for the project;

· preparation and aftercare costs, together over € 200,-.
Expenses not to be compensated
New passport, dictionaries, travel guides, plugs, adapters, mosquito net, private pictures and slides, office supplies, clothing, bags and suitcases, flashlight, gifts, medication other than vaccinations. In case of doubt the Aqua for All staff is to be informed.
Tax

Expertise hours delivered to Aqua for All may be considered as a donation in kind, liable for tax compensation. Aqua for All, however, can not deliver an official statement in this direction to the expert or to the tax authorities.

A list of expenses must be handed in within one month after termination of the project.
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
